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Questions:

· Did the AIAD support Major?

· Yes

· Did the AIAD have a direct course application to a Field of Study?
· Yes. The AIAD worked on a research directly related to my Field of Study. In this experience, I performed a thorough analysis of material properties and applied data to differential equations for mass and heat transport. 
· Was there an awareness of a Field of Study?

· This AIAD brought attention to many of the aspects involved with research in the Chemical Engineering field.

· Did your AIAD fulfill your expectation of a military experience?

· Yes, I was able to interact with multiple officers and retired officers in the research facility and get hands-on with many Army research projects. I was granted access to civilian army research center at ISN in MIT and military research at Natick. Within these facilities, I interacted with members of teams working on various projects to include: the personal soldier cooling unit, transparent polymer armor materials, new MRE meals, implantable medication injection chips, and various uniform enhancement technologies.
Review of Experience:

For my AIAD, I worked on a project analyzing more efficient means to cool computer processors. This research experience involved conducting literature searches of chemical material properties, mass and heat transfer differential equations, heat pipe technology, and various computing heat dissipation data. I also aided in machine-shop construction for a prototype of our design. Aside from my research, I also familiarized myself with the Army Research and Development Command structure and other research facilities and projects conducted at ISN and Natick.  Despite the standard five day 9 to 5 work week, I was also able to immerse myself in some of the cultural activities of the Boston area to include: attending Harvard Square comedy shows, watching downtown street performers, cheering at a Red Sox game in Fenway, riding the Boston subway system, and relaxing at the occasional ethnic restaurant and pub. Ultimately, this was a great experience where I had the opportunity to interact with the intelligent MIT community, live in a great city, and conduct research with potential military applications.
