WARFIGHTING:  Chemical engineers are found in all combat and support branches. Chemical engineers are well suited to understanding and addressing chemical, material, technological and environmental issues associated with warfare ranging between the employment and detection of explosives and munitions to the use of environmental warfare by our adversaries.  Whether you are a signal officer planning a redundant wireless and LAN network or an armor officer executing a movement to contact, your versatile problem-solving skills as a chemical engineer will help you accomplish your mission.  
OPERATIONS OTHER THAN WAR:  Proficiency in stability and support operations is absolutely critical to the success of today’s Army.  To achieve that proficiency, the need for well-trained chemical engineers is critical.  The chemical engineer is well suited to meet the demands of these complex operations and environments by providing safe drinking water, improving sanitary conditions, developing and distributing power and energy and mitigating adverse impacts of military operations.  Operation Iraqi Freedom is rich with examples of chemical engineers applying their skills to solve problems like individual soldier cooling systems, developing and distributing power and energy at all levels from soldiers to base camps to the entire country, and optimizing Iraq’s oil recovery and refining infrastructure.  
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
