EDF Macro Instructions

Do not open the “edf_create.xla” file!  Follow the instructions below prior to first use.  EDF Create is an Excel macro created by one of our former instructors, MAJ Jim Dzwonchyk.  This macro produces an Empirical Distribution Function (EDF) from guided inputs and data provided by the user.  The output from this macro allows the user to fit a Cumulative Distribution Function (CDF) to the EDF.  Through this process of model fitting, the user can infer a random variable’s population distribution based on the sample data.
Close MS Excel

· Right click on EDF Macro link on Course Syllabus

· Select “Save Target As”

· In the Save As dialog box, change the File name from “edf_create.xls” to “edf_create.xla” (The file type tells Excel that the file is an add-in instead of a spreadsheet.)

· Navigate to a folder that you can easily find and save to on your computer

· Click on the “Save” button

Open MS Excel

For MS Excel 2003 or earlier:

· From the menu bar, select Tools>Add-ins
· Click “Browse” and navigate to the folder where you saved “edf_create.xla”

· Select “edf_create.xla” and click OK

· In the Add-ins dialog box, ensure the box is checked for edf_create.  Once you hit OK, the EDF create button appears in top right of menu bar area

For MS Excel 2007:

· Click on the round Office Button in the upper left of the Excel window

· Click on the Excel Options button in the bottom right

· Click on Add-Ins
· Towards bottom, Manage: Excel Add-Ins (from pull down menu) and Click Go

· Click “Browse” and navigate to the folder where you saved “edf_create.xla”

· Select “edf_create.xla” and click OK

· In the Add-ins dialog box, ensure the box is checked for edf_create and Click OK

· EDF Create is now located in the Add-Ins Ribbon Bar

Click EDF Create and follow the prompts when you are ready to make an EDF.
