Instructions

If you do use a question from another source you should not copy word for word and/or number for number – please take ownership of it by changing the scenario or functions used.

3. The next in class quiz will be developed either from one of the homeworks turned in or will be developed based on parts taken from multiple homework submissions.

4. Your homework will be graded and returned prior to next quiz so you may use it as a reference while taking the quiz.

5. Areas being assessed include: Creativity and use of equation editor, Appropriateness and validity, lesson Objective crosswalk, your Solution, and your informal Rubric to include what might warrant a “+”, “√”, or “-“ response(i.e., after providing the correct solution “+”, state that a “√” answer results in you forgetting step A or B, and that a “-“ answer is if you missed step A, B and C.)  Note that a “+” equates to A work, “√” equates to C work, and “-“  equates to F work.
