Instructions

1. This homework assignment is an exercise in critical thinking and is geared towards developing the questions that you will see on the upcoming quiz.

2. The assignment:

a. Develop a 15-20 minute quiz that covers material covered during L45-47 (the quiz itself must be typed with all formulas and/or plots computer generated).   
b. State allotted time and references allowed on quiz (it is your decision to use technology or not).
c. For each question you must identify the learning objective or concept that is being assessed, provide an informal rubric,  and you must include a solution which demonstrates all work.  Wrong solutions will be penalized in the grading.  Solutions to your quiz may be hand written.
d. It is highly encouraged that you develop your own original questions, although you may model questions after those found in the text book or some other source.  If you choose to base your questions off a text book question you will have to provide a Notes page and a Works Cited page.
e. Rubric should include what warrants a “+”, “√”, or “-“ response (i.e., correct solution warrants a “+”, a “√” answer results in you forgetting step A or B, and that a “-“ answer is if you missed step A, B and C.)  Note that a “+” equates to A work, “√” equates to C work, and “-“ equates to F work.
f. New to this assignment is finding another MA205 student (preferably someone in one of MAJ DeGregory’s sections) to take your quiz under conditions you set in (b).  After they take the quiz you will grade their quiz according to your rubric and then conduct a short informal survey of what they thought of quiz (difficulty, amount time, etc.) and write up a short reflection on whether you would do anything different next time based on the comments you received from test subject. 

3. The next in class quiz will be developed either from one of the homeworks turned in or will be developed based on parts taken from multiple homework submissions.  Your homework will be graded and returned prior to next quiz so you may use it as a reference while taking the quiz.

4. Areas being assessed include: Creativity and use of equation editor, Appropriateness and validity, lesson Objective crosswalk, your Solution, your informal Rubric and how you used it to grade your test subjects quiz, and your Reflection.
