Lesson 13 Speakers bios:
Col. John Agoglia is currently the Director of the U.S. Army's Peace Keeping and Stability Operations Institute (PKSOI) at Carlisle, PA. Col. Agoglia joined the Institute this summer after having served three eventful years at U.S. Central Command (CENTCOM). Col. Agoglia arrived at CENTCOM from an assignment in Japan four weeks before September 11, 2001. He was involved in developing the CENTCOM plans for Afghanistan and the Global War on Terrorism. He was part of the initial planning group that initiated the campaign plan for Iraq. He accompanied Ambassador Paul Bremer to Baghdad in May 2003 as his CENTCOM liaison officer and worked on the integration of planning efforts between the Coalition Provisional Authority (CPA) and the military, the transfer of police training from the CPA to CJTF-7, and the initial engagement strategy for senior military commanders with the newly appointed interim Iraqi government leaders this past May and June.

Daniel Langenkamp

Dan Langenkamp is a desk officer in the State Department’s Office for Afghanistan, dealing with U.S. Afghan policy on NATO’s International Security Assistance Force, Provincial Reconstruction Teams, disarmament, Operation Enduring Freedom, warlords, internal politics, and relations with Afghanistan’s neighbors.  He returned from Afghanistan in December after spending eight months in 2004 as the political officer at the Jalalabad Provincial Reconstruction Team, a civilian-military unit providing security and reconstruction assistance in eastern Afghanistan.  He also served at the U.S. Embassy as deputy PRT Coordinator.  Past assignments include a year on the NATO desk. Langenkamp began his Afghanistan experience working for the International Rescue Committee, where he assisted Afghan refugees in Pakistan and Afghanistan under Taliban rule immediately preceding September 11.  He later wrote his master’s thesis on Afghanistan reconstruction.  Langenkamp was also a journalist for six years, working for the Reuters news agency, The Christian Science Monitor, Janes’ Defense, and The Boston Globe.  He served as a U.S. Peace Corps volunteer in Hungary from 1993 to 1995, holds a B.A. from Columbia University and a master’s degree from the Fletcher School of Law and Diplomacy.

Kirpatrick J. Day

Kirpatrick J. Day recently assumed responsibility for all field programs as the newly created Field Programs Division Director for the U.S. Agency for International Development Office of Transition Initiatives.  He returned from Iraq in September after a year serving as the Office of Transition Initiatives Iraq Country Representative, and the senior representative for the Bureau for Democracy, Conflict and Humanitarian Assistance involving additional oversight of Office of Foreign Disaster Assistance and Office of Food for Peace programs.  In this capacity, Mr. Day facilitated an integrated approach to reconstruction with coalition forces, including unprecedented collaboration with the U.S. Army's First Calvary Division for programs in the greater Baghdad area.  Past assignments include serving as the senior U.S. Agency for International Development official in East Timor; and, as the Office of Transition Initiatives Kosovo Country Representative.  He has led or participated in Agency assessments of Sudan, Haiti and Macedonia; and has designed Office of Transition Initiatives programmatic interventions for Macedonia and Sudan.  He also authored the initial draft of the Agency's conflict strategy, and has participated in senior-level discussions for Agency reorganization.  Prior to joining the U.S. Agency for International Development, Mr. Day worked for international non-governmental organizations in Rwanda, in Zaire during what later become the civil war in the Democratic Republic of Congo, and in Bosnia-Herzegovina.  He holds a B.A. from George Mason University in International Relations, and a Master's from the American University School of International Service in International Development with an emphasis on conflict mitigation.

Lieutenant Colonel Michael A. Newton

Lieutenant Colonel Newton is an Assistant Professor in the Department of Law.  He is a highly sought after speaker on accountability and conduct of hostilities issues.  In his previous capacity as the Senior Advisor to the United States Ambassador-at-Large for War Crimes Issues, he implemented a wide range of policy positions related to the law of armed conflict, including U.S. support to accountability mechanisms.  He has repeatedly taught Iraqi jurists and is active in the effort to establish the Iraq Special Tribunal.   He was the U.S. representative on the U.N. Planning Mission for the Sierra Leone Special Court, and is a member of the academic consortium supporting the work of the Special Court.  From January 1999 to August 2000, he served as the Special Advisor in the Office of War Crimes Issues, where he negotiated the Elements of Crimes document for the International Criminal Court.  He also coordinated the interface between the FBI and the ICTY and deployed  into Kosovo to do the forensics fieldwork to support the Milosevic indictment.
