· Endstate: At the end of this lesson a cadet should understand the following:
a. The national policy objectives that apply to Stability Operations/Support Operations currently underway.
b. The actors currently being coordinated by DoD at the national level.
c. Their future role as small-unit leader in Stability Operations and Support Operations.
d. Current trends and future plans for SO/SO doctrine.
