	Lesson Strategy:

	· The intent of this lesson is to evaluate the ability of the students to apply legal, moral, and ethical consideration to a dilemma that could occur during Sustainment and Reconstruction Operations.  
· This lesson uses a graded practical exercise and an interactive lecture to get the students to think about how to apply legal, moral, and ethical considerations to a situation.  From the hypothetical dilemma used for the exercise, and the lecture on the Sheberghan Prison incident, cadets will also see the relationship between the rules of engagement and these considerations.  
· The lesson introduction and practical exercise will take approximately 20 minutes and the interactive lecture will take the remaining 35 minutes of the class period.  Endstate: At the end of this lesson a cadet should understand the following:
a. The numerous types of considerations relevant to Sustainment and Reconstruction Operations.
b. That they, as small-unit leaders, may be required to apply these considerations when attempting to resolve a dilemma during a Sustainment and Reconstruction Operation.  
c. Rules of engagement may conflict with certain legal, moral and ethical considerations.  

	Exploratory Learning Activity:

	· Discuss the relationship between the military mission and the societal quest for justice in a post-conflict setting.
