Dr. Ruth Margolies Beitler (Cultural Awareness, Department of Social Sciences) is an Associate Professor of International Relations and Comparative Politics in the Department of Social Sciences.  She serves as the course director for Middle East Politics and Cultural Anthropology.  She is author of The Path to Mass Rebellion: An Analysis of Two Intifadas published by Lexington Press in June 2004.  She has written numerous articles and chapters on the Middle East, including an occasional paper co-authored with Colonel Cindy Jebb, published by the Institute for National Security Studies in July 2003, entitled Egypt as a Failing State: Implications for U.S. National Strategy.  Her article, co-authored with Richard Shulz, “Tactical Deception and Strategic Surprise in Al Qaeda Operations” appeared in the Middle East Review of International Affairs (June 2004).

     A graduate of Cornell University with a BA in Near Eastern Studies, Dr. Beitler holds a Masters of Arts of Law and Diplomacy from the Fletcher School of Law and Diplomacy, Tufts University, where she also received her Ph.D. in International Relations.  She has lived and traveled extensively in the Middle East.  She has also appeared on the CBS Morning Show and MSNBC as a commentator on Middle East Affairs.
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Major Devon Blake (The Warrior Ethic, Simon Center for the Professional Military Ethic) is a 1995 graduate from USMA.  As a Military Intelligence officer, she served as platoon leader and assistant intelligence officer in Korea; platoon leader, company executive officer, and battalion intelligence officer at Hunter Army Airfield in Savannah, Georgia; regimental intelligence officer for 2-15th Field Artillery in Bosnia-Herzegovina; and battalion S2 and the headquarters company commander of the 5th Engineers, the 1st Engineer Brigade.  In addition to providing intelligence support for primarily combat units, her command of an engineer company as an intelligence officer is very unusual.  MAJ Blake holds Masters’ degrees in Engineering Management from the University of Missouri-Rolla and Curriculum and Instruction, focusing on ethics education and information technology, from the University of Virginia. 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LTC Tony Burgess (Leveraging Technology to Promote Professional Learning and Education, Behavioral Science and Leadership and U.S. Army’s Center for Company-level Leaders (CCL)) graduated from USMA in 1990 and was commissioned as a second lieutenant of infantry.  After a tour with the 82nd Airborne Division, he commanded an infantry rifle company and the division long range surveillance detachment in the 25th Infantry Division at Schofield Barracks, Hawaii.  During their many front-porch conversations about leadership, Tony and his friend and fellow company commander, Nate Allen, decided to write a book to capture what they were learning (see Taking the Guidon, 2000).  And with their growing recognition of the value of professional conversation among peers, they launched on online forum that could make “front-porch” conversation possible on a much wider scale. 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Mr. Brian Fishman (Working with People who don’t Want Our Peace, Combating Terrorism Center, Department of Social Sciences) is an Assistant Professor in the Department of Social Sciences and Combating Terrorism Center at USMA.  He holds a Master of International Affairs from Columbia University.
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Major John Gallagher (Western Liberalism, Political Islam, and the Justice Claim, Department of Social Sciences), a career Infantry Officer, is an Assistant Professor in the Department of Social Sciences at USMA.  He holds two Masters degrees – one in Public Policy Studies (Harris School, University of Chicago), and one in Political Theory (emphasis on just war/military theory, terrorism/Islamism). He has extensive experience proving legal advice for commanders in some of the most difficult environments, including overseas assignments as Administrative Law Officer, Trial Counsel, Task Force Eagle Judge Advocate, 16th MP Brigade Judge Advocate, JTF-140 Judge Advocate, and JTF-SOUTH Judge Advocate at Ft. Bragg, North Carolina, San Lorenzo, Honduras, St. Croix, US Virgin Islands, and Ft. Clayton, Panama (1987-1990); Group Judge Advocate, Army Forces Judge Advocate, and JTF-Alpha Judge Advocate for the 10th Special Forces Group (ABN), Ft. Devens, Mass., Incirlik, Turkey, and Silopi Turkey (1990-1992); Chief, Military Justice Division, Chief, Military and Civil Law Division, and Legal Advisor and Drina Desk Operations Officer, 1st Armored Division / Task Force Eagle, Bad Kreuznach, Germany, and Tuzla, Bosnia and Herzegovina (1996-1997).  He has also served assignments as Senior Defense Counsel at Ft. Benning, Georgia; Legal Advisor for the U.S. Army Special Operations Command Operations Review Board at Tampa, Flor., Chief of the XVIII Airborne Corps & Ft. Bragg International and Operational Law Division, and Deputy Staff Judge Advocate at Ft. Bragg, North Carolina.  He is extensively published, and he currently course directs Comparative Legal Systems and teaches courses in Law of War for Commanders and Constitutional and Military Law.
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Colonel (Ret) Jack Jacobs (The Impact of the Media, Department of Social Sciences) holds Bachelors and Masters Degrees from Rutgers University and entered the U.S. Army in 1966.  He served as a platoon leader in the 82nd Airborne Division, Executive Officer of an Infantry Battalion in the 7th Infantry Division, and Commander of the 4th Battalion, 10th Infantry in Panama.  He served in Vietnam twice, both times as an advisor to South Vietnamese infantry battalions. While serving as an advisor to a battalion of the South Vietnamese 9th Infantry Division, Jacobs’ unit came under heavy enemy attack.  Despite being seriously wounded, he personally saved the lives of thirteen soldiers as well as his fellow American advisor.  For extraordinary heroism, he was awarded the Medal of Honor.  Having earned three Bronze Stars, two Silver Stars, and the Medal of Honor, he is among the most highly decorated soldiers of the Vietnam era.

     Following Vietnam, Captain Jacobs served as a member of the faculty of the U.S. Military Academy.  He taught International Relations and Comparative Politics for three years and later was a member of the faculty of the National War College in Washington, DC.  He retired as a Colonel in 1987.  During Operation Iraqi Freedom and continuing to this day, Colonel Jacobs serves as a highly regarded commentator on MSNBC.  As the Robert F. McDermott Professor of Humanities and Public Affairs he teaches the Mass Media and American Politics Course at the United States Military Academy at West Point.
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Ms. Lianne Kennedy-Boudali (Working with People who don’t Want Our Peace, Combating Terrorism Center, Department of Social Sciences) is an Assistant Professor in the Department of Social Sciences and Combating Terrorism Center at USMA.  She holds a Master of International Affairs from Columbia University where she specialized in International Security Policy and Middle East Affairs.  She served for two years as a U.S. Peace Corps Volunteer in Niger, and has also lived in Morocco.  Her research interests include terrorism in North Africa, strategic communications in terrorism and counter-terrorism, and the process of political-religious radicalization. 
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Major Abigail Linnington (Introduction to Negotiating Skills, Department of Social Sciences) graduated from the masters program at the Fletcher School of Law and Diplomacy where she continues to pursue a PhD in international negotiation and conflict resolution, international security studies, and Southwest Asia/Islamic civilization. Major Linnington graduated from USMA in 1995 as an aviation officer serving in various leadership positions within 18th Airborne Corps, 3rd Infantry Division, and the 17th Aviation Brigade in Seoul, Korea as a qualified pilot in the Kiowa Scout and Blackhawk helicopters. She currently course directs the core International Relations course and teaches International Conflict and Negotiations, and is a Term Member on the Council on Foreign Relations.  
Major Joe Scrocca (The Impact of the Media, Department of Social Sciences) is a 1994 graduate of St Bonaventure University. A career Armor Officer, his assignments include leadership and staff positions in Germany, Fort Bragg, Fort Irwin, and Fort Knox.  COL Seidule also served as a Balkans Planner for Allied Forces South in Naples, Italy.  
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Dr. Thomas Sherlock (Challenges of Democratization, Department of Social Sciences) is Professor of Political Science at USMA and currently serves as Director of Comparative Politics in the Department of Social Sciences. He received his doctorate in political science from Columbia University, and teaches courses at West Point on comparative politics, democratization, and the post-Soviet region. Dr. Sherlock’s research interests include the politics of identity and cultural change in Eurasia and South Asia. He is the author of Historical Narratives in the Soviet Union and Post-Soviet Russia, and co-author of The Fight for Legitimacy: Democracy vs. Terrorism. His articles have appeared in numerous scholarly journals including Comparative Politics, Problems of Communism, Ab Imperio, Prepodovanie istorii i obshchestvovedeniia v shkole (Russia), and Commentaire (France).  He has contributed chapters to several edited volumes, including most recently books sponsored by the Carnegie Council and by the United Nations University and the Centre for International Studies and Research (CERI, Paris). 
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Dr. Don M. Snider (Officership, The Army Profession, and Winning the Peace) was appointed to the civilian faculty of the U.S. Military Academy in 1998.  This followed a military career in the US Army, five years in Washington DC as analyst and director of political-military research at the Center for Strategic and International Studies (CSIS), and three years as the Olin Distinguished Professor of National Security Studies at West Point.


His current research interests include military innovation and adaptation, American civil-military relations, the identities and development of the American Army officer, and military professions.  He was research director for, and co-editor of, The Future of the Army Profession, 2d Edition (McGraw-Hill, 2005), now a textbook at the Army War College and West Point.  He is currently directing a book project on the use of moral precepts in the development of leaders of character at West Point.  His publications include: “Leadership by Example” (Army Magazine, November 2005), “Jointness, Defense Transformation, and the Need for a New Joint Warfare Profession,” (Parameters, Autumn 2003); “ Officership: The Professional Practice” (Military Review, Jan-Feb 2003); "The Civil-Military Gap and Professional Military Education (Armed Forces and Society, Winter 2001, co-author); "America's Post-Modern Military" (World Policy Journal, Spring 2000); Army Professionalism, The Military Ethic and Officership in the 21st Century (Strategic Studies Institute, 1999, co-author); “The Uninformed Debate on Military Culture,” (Orbis, Winter 1999); “Civil-Military Relations and the Ability to Influence,” (Armed Forces and Society, Spring 1999, co-author); U.S. Civil-Military Relations: Transition or Crisis (CSIS, 1995, co-editor); The Gulf War and What We Learned, (Westview, 1992, co-author). 


In addition to Congressional testimonies, his publications have appeared in Survival, The Washington Quarterly, AirPower Review, National Security Studies Quarterly, Command, Assembly, Armed Forces Journal International, and the Joint Forces Quarterly; his op/eds have appeared in the New York Times, the Washington Post, the Wall Street Journal, the Washington Times, the Atlanta Constitution-Journal, the St. Louis Post-Dispatch, and the Chicago Tribune.

Early in his military career, Dr. Snider served three combat tours as an infantryman in the Republic of Vietnam.  After battalion command in the 7th Infantry Division, he specialized in military strategy and defense policy, serving consecutively as Chief of Plans for Theater Army in Europe, Joint Planner for the Army Chief of Staff, and Federal Executive Fellow at the Brookings Institution.  In 1987 he joined the staff of the National Security Council in the White House serving as Director, Defense Policy, in both the Reagan and Bush Administrations.  In his last position on active duty he served in the Office of the Chairman, Joint Chiefs of Staff.  


Dr. Snider holds a Doctorate in Public Policy from the University of Maryland (1993) and Master's Degrees in Economics and in Public Policy from the University of Wisconsin (1969).  He is a member of The Council on Foreign Relations, New York City, and serves on the Executive Committee of the Inter-University Seminar (IUS) on Armed Forces and Society.

Major Jamie Spies (Counterinsurgency: A Case Study, Department of Military Instruction) is a Special Forces officer who holds a Masters Degree from the Naval Postgraduate School in Monterey, California.  He is currently the course director and instructor of Special Operations and Low-Intensity Conflict and Counterinsurgency Operations 
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Major Chris Springer (The State and the Economy, Department of Social Sciences) is a 1997 graduate of the US Military Academy.  He is a Field Artillery Officer, and has served assignments at Ft Monmouth, New Jersey; Vicenza, Italy; Ft Sill, Oklahoma; and Balad, Iraq.  He received an MBA from the Olin School of Business, Washington University, in St. Louis, Missouri, and is currently instructing the Principles of Economics course at USMA.
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Major James Tuite (Expectation Management, Behavioral Sciences and Leadership Department) is a 1995 graduate of USMA and an infantry officer.  He has served assignments as platoon leader and executive officer at Fort Carson, CO; platoon Leader and battalion S-5 for the 1-75 Ranger Regiment at Hunter Army Airfield, GA; and battalion logistics officer and company commander in 2-325 Airborne Infantry Regiment at Fort Bragg, NC.  He holds an M.B.A. from The College of William & Mary, and currently teaches courses in Military Leadership.

Captain (Chaplain) Tim Valentine (Moral and Ethical Considerations, Department of English and United States Corps of Cadets) holds a Masters in Philosophy from Columbia University.  He has been in the Army as a Catholic Chaplain since 2003, including a year’s deployment to Baghdad, Iraq.  He currently teaches Philosophy in the Department of English in addition to serving as the Regimental Chaplain for Fourth Regiment, USCC.
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Dr. Mark Welton (Legal Issues, Department of Law) holds three law degrees, two of which are in international law, and an MA in international relations.  He served eleven years working as a judge advocate and legal advisor on national security/international legal issues for US Army Europe and US European Command, plus seven years teaching international, operational, and comparative law.  He currently is a Professor of International and Comparative Law, and is the Program Director for the major in International and Comparative Legal Studies.  His main area of academic interest is Islamic law and jurisprudence; he also studies comparative constitutional law and the legal system of the European Union.

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Colonel John Agoglia (Stability, Security, Transition, Reconstruction (SSTR) and Peace Operations) COL John Agoglia is currently the Director of the U.S. Army's Peacekeeping and Stability Operations Institute (PKSOI) at Carlisle, PA.  COL Agoglia joined the Institute in the summer of 2004 after having served 3 eventful years at U.S. Central Command.  He arrived at CENTCOM from an assignment in Japan 4 weeks before 9/11.  COL Agoglia was involved in developing the U.S. Central Command plans for Afghanistan and the Global War on Terrorism.  He was part of the initial planning group that initiated the campaign plan for Iraq.  He accompanied Ambassador Bremer into Baghdad in May 2003 as his CENTCOM liaison officer and worked the integration of the planning efforts between the CPA and the military; the hand off of the police training from the CPA to CJTF-7; and the initial engagement strategy for senior military commanders with the newly appointed interim Iraqi Government leaders.
Ms. Elena Brineman (U.S. Agency for International Development (USAID) and Provincial Reconstruction Teams (PRTs)) is currently serving on the faculty of Army War College and the Peacekeeping and Stability Operations Institute (PKSOI) as the USAID faculty member.  A senior leader in USAID with almost 30 years experience, her latest assignments include serving as the USAID Mission Director for the Dominican Republic from July 2000-July 2006 and for Honduras from June 1995-June 2000.  Other assignments include serving as the USAID Deputy Mission Director for Honduras from 1993-95; the USAID Deputy Director for Technical Resources, Development Resources Office, Latin America and the Caribbean Bureau (LAC)Mission Director in Washington, D.C. from 1989-92; the Acting Deputy Mission Director, USAID Regional Office for Central American Programs (USAID/ROCAP), in Guatemala from 1988-89; the Director, Office of General Development, USAID/ROCAP, in Guatemala from 1985-88; the Regional Food and Nutrition Officer for Central America and Panama, USAID/ROCAP, in Guatemala from 1981-85; the Regional Food and Nutrition Advisor, Bureau for Latin America and the Caribbean in Washington, D.C. from 1979-81; the Food and Nutrition Advisor, USAID in San Salvador, El Salvador from 1977-78; a Member of the Research Staff for the Nutrition Institute for Central America and Panama (INCAP) in Guatemala from 1976-78; a Food and Nutrition Instructor at Oregon State University in Corvallis, Oregon from 1974-75; and a Lab Technician in Nutritional Investigation at the Massachusetts Institute of Technology (MIT) in Boston, Massachusetts from 1967-68.  Ms. Brineman is a 1993 graduate of the National War College, focusing on U.S. National Security Policies and Strategy, and has a M.A. in nutrition from Oregon State University and a B.A. in Biology from Whitman College in Walla Walla, Washington.  She was born in Bogota, Colombia of U.S. parents.

Major Tom Bryant (Introduction to Interviewing and Being Interviewed) is Major and Public Affairs Officer (PAO) in the US Army, currently serving as the Executive Officer of the Public Affairs Office at the US Military Academy.  Originally serving as an infantry officer, Major Bryant recently returned from a tour in Iraq as a PAO.
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Mr. Charles F. (Chic) Dambach (Working with NGOs and others on Multi-track Diplomacy: Alternatives to Violence and Conquest) Chic Dambach became President and CEO of the Alliance for Peacebuilding (http://www.allianceforpeacebuilding.org/) in November, 2005.  Previous national CEO positions include the Operation Respect, National Peace Corps Association, Museum Trustee Association, and Americans for the Arts.  Other professional positions include senior consultant with BoardSource (formerly the National Center for Nonprofit Boards), and Vice President for Development with the International Youth Foundation.  In addition, he has served 8 years as board chair of the Coalition for American Leadership Abroad, a network of fifty international affairs organizations.  
     A former Peace Corps volunteer in Colombia, Mr. Dambach is part of a team of returned Peace Corps volunteers who worked with the leaders of Eritrea and Ethiopia to help end their border war.  He is also part of a similar team that has conducted informal meetings with the government and rebel leaders in the Democratic Republic of Congo to help them form a coalition government and end their civil war.  In addition, he was a member of the U.S. delegation to the United Nations/FAO World Food Conference in Rome in 2000.
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Ms. Lorelei Kelly (Prioritizing Peace and Security for our Entire Nation’s Efforts) is a national security specialist focused on helping elected leaders "reframe" security for the challenges revealed by 9/11. She is the National Security Fellow for the White House Project, (www.thewhitehouseproject.org) where she directs the Real Security Initiative. This organization's mission is to elevate women's voices in media and politics—specifically to bring more women into national security decision making. In addition to working with the underground democracy movements of eastern Europe throughout 1989, Lorelei's professional background includes teaching at Stanford University's Center on Conflict and Negotiation, Senior Associate at the Henry L. He has a M.A. in International Studies from the American University in Washington, D.C. and studied economics at Heidelberg University in Germany. Ms. Vanessa Ortiz (The Role of Non-Violent Action) is the Director of Civic and Field Relations at the The International Center on Nonviolent Conflict.  Vanessa has worked for several international humanitarian organizations both overseas and in the United States. As Project Officer in the Resettlement Department of the International Rescue Committee (IRC), she led a three-year capacity-building project that helped strengthen refugee community-based organizations in the U.S. From 2003 to 2004, she was Special Assistant for Humanitarian Cooperation to IRC’s president. Her global experience includes work with Mercy Corps’ overseas office in Kandahar, Afghanistan in 2001 and the Office of the High Representative in Sarajevo, Bosnia’s post-war civilian peace implementation organization (1996-1998).

      Dr. Schadlow has written several articles related to the Army’s role in stability and reconstruction operations.  Her 2003 article in Parameters, “War and the Art of Governance,” was added to the Naval War College’s Strategy and Policy readings and was widely cited in Army circles. She co-authored an article on a similar subject for West Point’s Future of the Army profession project, led by Dr. Donald Snider.  Her article “Root’s Rules Lessons from America’s Colonial Office” appeared in the January 2007 issue of The American Interest and examined how key debates related to stability and reconstruction operations at the turn of the century have yet to be resolved.  She is also a co-author of an OSD-Policy sponsored briefing on how to operationalize the Army’s new doctrine on SSTR operations. Ms. Schadlow has written a guide for philanthropists interested in funding related to the problems posed by radical Islamists and served as a consultant to the Office of the Secretary of Defense on matters related to the 2006 Quadrennial Defense Review.  In September 2006 she was appointed to the Defense Policy Board.
