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ABSTRACT

In this presentation we will describe and give results from a research project which investigated questions surrounding undergraduate mathematics majors' use and understanding of the role of formal mathematical definitions. We will also discuss the impact that these understandings had on the students' understanding of the mathematics itself and the implications these results have for the teaching of mathematics at all levels. Possible classroom activities will also be described.
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
