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ABSTRACT

The primary purpose of this presentation is to explain the mission and the research projects supported by the Operations Research Center of Excellence.  The Center was established in 1991 to provide a full-time research capability to the US Army and to the Nation in the areas of Operations Research and Systems Analysis.  It consists of four full-time analysts, an administrative support staff and a Director.  Projects are identified to provide maximal impact to current Army issues and meet the abilities and desires of the individual analysts.  Work in this Center provides the analysts with an opportunity to develop their research abilities through focused and guided research.
