


SECTION MARCHER'S DUTIES

1.  General: As the section marcher you have responsibilities beyond those of your classmates. You are second in command and so will supervise the section when the instructor is not present, maintaining order in the classroom and in the hall area near the classroom.  

2.  Specific:
a. Prior to Class:

(1)  Place in the hall any obstacles (portable map, bulletin board, or other item) which might hamper instruction.  No backpacks in classroom. 

 (2)  Turn on the television set and put on a channel showing the clock.  Turn down the volume.  Ensure the classroom is set up properly for Math class (blackboards erased, etc.).

  (3)  Ensure sufficient chalk, erasers, pointers, and straight edges are available and evenly distributed throughout the classroom.

      b.  During Class:  

(1)  At the beginning of class, call class to attention and render attendance report in a military manner. You should salute me, but I will not return the salute. Report lates (L), absences (A), and early departures (E) on the Roster and give it to me at the end of class. 

(2) As required, collect drill problems, quizzes, etc. from the section.  (Ensure that the drill problems are properly stamped or, if a graded assignment, that the acknowledgement statements are complete). 

(3) Give me a warning when there are 5 minutes remaining in class. 

     c.  After Class:

          (1)  Ensure the classroom is in order, to include all blackboards erased.

          (2)  Confer with instructor for any special instructions for upcoming classes.

3.  Miscellaneous:  

a.  Always think ahead.  Alert the “2IC” (second in command) in the event you will be absent from class.  Ensure that the 2IC has all materials necessary to assume your duties.


b.  In the event that I am not in class on time, engage the class in a discussion of drill problems, etc., wait 2 minutes, and then come to my office (251 Thayer). If I am not there go to the departmental office or XO’s office and report that a substitute instructor is needed.
