a. Jus ad Bellum and Jus post Bellum principles and how they apply to Stability and Reconstruction Operations currently underway.

b. The ethical foundation for Jus in Bello principles and how Stability and Reconstruction Operations affect the application of these principles.
c. Their responsibility to apply Jus in Bello criteria when engaged in Stability and Reconstruction Operations.
