	Lesson Strategy:

	· The intent of this lesson is to discuss what unique impact Islamism has on an insurgency (if any), and how such an impact might influence the relationship(s) between the four pillars of post-conflict reconstruction.
· The lesson will discuss counterinsurgency operations in Iraq, and compare stated U.S. goals with the Islamist goals—to assess to what extent the U.S. might expect to achieve those goals.    
· We will examine the relationship between rupture, coverage/control, inducements, denunciation, vengeance, third-party institutions, and political legitimacy (in light of ongoing US policy and recent statements by the SecDef).  
· Endstate: At the end of this lesson a cadet should understand the following:
a. Competing views on counterinsurgency efforts in Iraq.
b. Whether Islamism-influenced insurgency deserves special consideration/how.
c. How the tactical/operational level actor fits in the Islamist counterinsurgency model and can significantly impact the strategic message.
